SRC Metal (Shanghai) Co., Ltd. 
Established with 0.2 Billion 
Monthly Capacity 

On December 12, 2001, SRC Metal 
(Shanghai) Co., Ltd. held its inauguration 
ceremony. Spanning the land of 66,114 
sq. m and the factory area of 7,500 sq. m, 
SRC Metal (Shanghai) making the most 
of cheap land and sufficient labor force of 
China at that time was established mainly 
for serving local Taiwanese companies in 
China. The company began the production 
of closed end rivets and rivets with a cap 
3 times the original size and hired local 
talents into its R&D division. Every 3 
months the company would launch one new 
riveting tool.

On December 6-7, 2001, Fastenal held its first tabletop show in Clearwater, FL., with the participation of 170 exhibitors booking 208 stands. 

Among the important collaborating partners of Fastenal, Mr. Jimmy Ko (Tong Hwei Enterprise), Mr. Chao Jinn Tsai (Fang Sheng Screw), Mr. 
John Wu (San Shing) and Mr. Yung Yu Tsai were awarded by Fastenal as “Supplier of the Year.”
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Inauguration of Sunny Screw’s New Plant 
On November 2001, the new plant of Sunny Screw 

Industry Co., Ltd. located in Benjhou Industrial Park 
(Gangshan) began operation. Spanning the land area of 1,703 
sq. meters and the factory area of 1,653 sq. meters, the new 
plant can manufacture 13,000,000 pcs of special fasteners 
per month. 95% of its products were sold to overseas markets 
and were mainly supplied to automotive parts and household 
hardware applications. At that time, Sunny Screw also 
planned to introduce new facilities and precision QC devices 
into the new plant and set up another new plant in Shanghai 
(China) 3 years after the inauguration to enhance industrial 
interaction and new product development.

On December 14, 2001, TIFI members meeting was held at Hotel National (Taichung). Around 200 members attended the event. 

Former Taiwan CSC President Yen-Tu Kuo, Feng Hsin Steel President Ming-Ju Lin, Section Chief of Industrial Development Bureau 
of MOEA (Taiwan) Yi-Yuan Liang, Former Secretary of Taipei Economic and Cultural Representative Office in the U.S. Chih Hung 
Liu were also invited to the meeting.  During the meeting, not only the impact of September 11 Attack on Taiwan and USA and the 
industrial focus changing from volume to quality were discussed, but also the economic performance of Taiwan at that time was put 
on the agenda.

This 
event used to attract the participation of more than 120 member 
companies every year. At that time, the economic growth rate of 
China increased by around 8% every year, thus attracting many 
Taiwanese companies to invest in China. 
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Da Yang Enterprise Receives QS9000 
After Receiving TÜV ISO9002 in 1999, Da Yang Enterprise Co., 

Ltd. begun the introduction of 
QS9000 in 2001 and passed the 
preliminary audit conducted 
by BSI in Nov. 2001 and the 
final official audit in late Dec. 
President Nick Yang said, 
“Passing the certification is 
like getting a VIP ticket to the 
international market. Facing 
the price cutting competition 
from other emerging countries, 
Taiwan should have its own 
unique products with high 
added value to face challenges.  

New Plant Inauguration of Chang Chi Metal  
On Jan. 26, 2002, Chang Chi Metal Industry Co., Ltd. gave the 

inauguration of its new plant. The new 6,611 sq. m plant is located in 
Gangshan (Kaohsiung) and is specialized in manufacturing special 
nuts. Its monthly capacity at that time was up to 10 million pcs.  
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Canadian Hardware & Building Materials Show 
This was not a “free entry” show, so visitors required to buy a ticket for entry were 

basically prospects.     Fastener World Inc. also brought 7 Taiwanese exhibitors to the show, 
which was then the largest, the oldest and the most omnibearing hardware and building 
materials show in Canada.   

Japan DIY Show Osaka 
On April 2002, Japan DIY Show took 

place in Osaka, attracting 478 exhibitors in 
attendance (including 308 from Japan and 
107 from other countries). Among all the 107 
non-Japanese exhibitors, 98 of them were 
from Taiwan, making Taiwan the largest 
overseas exhibitors group of the year.
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National Industrial Fastener Show/West  
National Industrial Fastener Show/West 2001 was held at Paris 

Las Vegas Hotel. Although the show opened right after the attack 
of September 11 and many exhibitors worried that the number 
of visitors to the show might not be as many as expected, the 
participation of visitors during the event was still vibrant and more 
than expected.
